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Contact Precautions

Even though very careful infection control practices are observed during the care of all patients, it might be necessary at the time of your admission to the hospital or sometime during your stay to place you in Contact Precautions.  This means that you have (or maybe have) an infection that needs more precautions in a hospital setting. 

If   Contact Precautions are needed:
· You will be placed in a private room or in a room with another patient who has the same infection. 

· A sign will be placed on the door to your room, to let visitors and staff members know what precautions need to be taken. 
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· All staff and visitors should clean their hands when entering your room and again before leaving your room. Please ask the nursing staff if you or your visitors have questions.  Everyone working or visiting in a hospital should practice good Hand Hygiene but it becomes even more important when Contact Precautions are needed.  Hand sanitizer will be provided in your room.

· Your visitors may be asked to wear gloves or a cover gown. These gloves and gowns should be removed when leaving the room and placed  in the trash.  Hands should be cleaned  after removing the gloves and gown.  The staff providing your care will be wearing gowns and gloves most of the time. 
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
